loved his walks.  Always 
turning to the various 
sounds or movements, 
slowing down to double 
check out anything and 
everything and then 
catching up somewhat 
exasperated that you ap-
parently felt walks were 
suppose to get you from 
one spot to another.

My name is Lisa Knoff and I am a 
clinical pharmacist at the John H. 
Bradley VA outpatient clinic in Ap-
pleton. My first experience with 
greyhounds occurred while I was 
still in pharmacy school in Minnea-
polis, MN. Some of my closest 
friends from pharmacy school were 
originally from WI so we would 
occasionally head to Hudson to get 
away from studying. It was during 
one of those trips that we decided to 
head to Turtle Lake casino and 
watch the greyhounds’ race. Of 
course, I knew nothing about the 
breed at the time and bet solely 
based on their cool sounding names. 
I remember being amazed at their 
speed and grace that night but 
would never have believed anyone 
if they would have told me how 
much of a gentle, couch-potato they 
could be. 

For much of my pharmacy career, I 
have worked various shifts because 
I worked in the hospital or retail 
setting. But when I took the job at 
the VA I suddenly had straight day 
shift hours and no weekends. I also 
had been in my house for a couple 
of years and was seriously thinking 
about getting a pet as I always loved 
animals as a child. I knew I wanted 
a dog because cats were out with 
my allergies.

When Amazing 
first came into the house, 
Breeze really gave me 
some looks at to what I had 
brought home. I think he 
would have preferred a cute little 
female instead of the big boy. But 
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eventually they learned to play with 
each other—as long as Amazing 
doesn’t touch THE SPIDER. I 
fenced my yard this fall and both 
have a good time chasing each other 
and playing catch with the tennis 
ball. Am looking forward to this 
spring and summer when I can en-
joy the backyard with the boys. 

I can honestly say my life has really 
changed with the addition of Breeze 
and Amazing. There are countless 
people I meet in the course of my 
walks and RGA volunteer opportu-
nities that are drawn to the grey-
hounds. They ask all kinds of ques-
tions and of course the boys love all 
the attention they get. My cowork-
ers at the VA and Shopko, as well 
as my patients, routinely ask how 
they are doing. I have met more of 
my neighbors since I adopted the 
boys than I knew in the previous 8 
years I had lived there.
