RGA is not able to accept for placement a greyhound
that has been placed by a different adoption group,

without the prior consent of said adoption group.
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My first time seeing greyhounds in
action was a day at the track in Kau-
kauna watching the races. | was
amazed by their grace and beauty
while in “flight”.
